The following  five standard categories were presented on the national level and are utilized by the Wisconsin
Model of Academic Standards for Foreign Language.

1.  Communication:  Students will use the target language to engage in conversation in a social interaction.  The student
will express feelings, emotions, and opinions to maintain a personal relationship in a variety of ways, settings, and
contexts.  Various forms of communication include speaking, reading, and writing.

2.  Culture:  Students will have knowledge of another culture.  Culture will create the environment, which makes
communication meaningful.  Culture includes the philosophy, behaviors and products (tangible and intangible) of
a community of people.

3.  Comparisons:  Students will develop the ability to better understand their own language by connecting the usage and
pattern of one language to another language.  The students will gain an insight into the nature of language,
linguistic and grammatical concepts by the interaction of language and culture in both the native and target
language.

4.  Connections:  Students will acquire information and connect it to other disciplines.  As proficiency increases in the
target language he/she will take information and compare it to their native language.  Students will assess the
linguistic and cultural differences by making interdisciplinary connections.

5.  Com munit ies:  Stud ents will p articipate  in a globa l society w ith a mu ltilingual c omm unity by  using th e target la nguag e. 
The ability to speak another language w ill prepare students for school and comm unity projects.  The ability to
speak a language will also increase employm ent opportunities and the pursuit of other personal interests.
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Grade Level Exit Expectations
Grades K4 Through 8

The follow ing pages inclu de the exit ex pectations for elem entary stude nts in grades K 5 through e ight.  These are
the skills and knowledge students are expected to be taught and be able to successfully demonstrate at the conclusion of
the identified sch ool year.

Every school is responsible for assigning exit expectations to a specific grade.  For example, the teachers in grades
3-5 would collaborate on their portion of the exit expectations to determine in exactly which grades each topic will be
covered.

The easy-to-read and understand format of the exit expectations should provide for a more useful document, as
well as being much m ore reader and user friendly for teachers and parents.

Kindergarten

This level follows a Spanish video series:   � Perro Pepe. �   Students will make a picture vocabulary book throughout each
quarter in which to take home.  This level is considered a basic introduction to certain vocabulary and is non-graded.

Grade 1

This level follows a video series  � Español para ti. �   The number of videos covered depends on the relativity of
information in each program, length, and the  quickness in students � overall comprehension.  During the  first two quarters,
students w ill create picture dictio naries as they did  in Kinderga rten.  Their assessm ent is primarily particip ation.  Quarte rs
3 and 4 will require more w ritten work and test assessment.

Grade 2

This level does not follow any video series or textbook.  However, video programs from the series  � Español para ti �   may
be used to enforce class lessons.  This level concentrates primarily on the Span ish alphabet with other topics included to
break up the year.  Grading is a combination of participation, daily work, and assessment of knowledge.

Grade 3

This level is the first year that a textbook, ¡Hola!, is used.  This textbook begins in the 3rd grade an d is used through 5th
grade.  Grading is based on participation, even m ore daily work, and assessments.

Grade 4

This level continues on in the textbook, ¡Ho la!.  Grading is based on participation, daily work, and assessmen ts.

This level is the last level to use the textbook, ¡Hola!.  Grading is based on participation, daily work, projects, and
assessments.
