Since 2019, Holy Apostles has committed to providing meals eight times a month on Wednesdays and Saturdays at the Siena House, one of 3 homeless shelters supported by the Hebron House ministry in Waukesha County.  The Siena House is equipped to serve up to 18 men, offering a safe and warm place to sleep, shower, and be fed daily.  A staff member is always on site, and along with the men at the house, will graciously receive your meal! It is not necessary to serve the meal or eat with the men.

MEAL REQUIREMENTS:
· Should be enough food to serve 20 people
· Main course
· Side dish
· Fruit (bananas, oranges, applesauce or fruit cups)
· Granola bars (for a to-go item)
· Dessert (brownies, cookies, etc.)
· 3 Gallons of 2% Milk, or juice
· Deliver all meals in disposable foil pans, labeled with date and food description 
· Deliver to 1519 Summit Ave, Waukesha (anytime before 6pm)

In addition to meals, these shelters also welcome donations of NEW socks and underwear, toiletries, towels, laundry, and cleaning supplies (needs may vary month to month).
